I.                            Fire Safety and Evacuation
What you need to know!

BE AWARE: OHSU is equipped with fire doors. In the event a fire alarm is sounded, the doors will automatically close and alarms will sound. These alarms will sound and the fire doors will also close when the fire safety equipment is periodically tested. In hospital and clinic buildings, you are safer staying on your unit and in a room than trying to exit the building. DON’T PANIC!

1. Where are pull stations located?

    See maps in Volunteer Services Safety Manual AND locate for yourself on 


your unit. 

2. Where are extinguishers located?

See maps in Volunteer Services Safety Manual AND locate for yourself on

your unit.

3. We do not want volunteers at risk. Do not use an extinguisher if 

         You are not comfortable doing so.
         PASS = Pull the pin out. Aim the nozzle. Squeeze the handle. 

         Sweep the fire extinguisher back and forth, aiming at the base of the flame.

In all fire and alarm events, volunteers must check in with, and

          follow directions from, employee staff.

CODES YOU SHOULD KNOW…

Location of incident will always be announced following the code                  announcement:

Code 99: Someone is in cardiac or respiratory arrest. The Code Team is responding.

Code Red: There is a fire in the building. Return to your assigned area.

Code Pink: A child/infant abduction is suspected. Report anything suspicious to Public Safety at 4-4444.

    Chemical Safety

NOTE: The only chemical volunteers should be exposed to is Sanimaster IV for 

                    the purpose of cleaning.

The OSHA Standard for Employee/Volunteer Protection:

              1. Right to know about any hazardous materials in your area.

              2. Locations of hazardous materials (use and storage).

              3. Proper handling procedures and Personal Protective Equipment (PPE).

              4. Health hazards from resulting exposure.

How do you know this?

Labels on hazardous materials should tell you: product name, hazard warnings and what kind of PPE, you need to use that particular chemical . Examples include, but are not limited to: masks, gloves, respirators, gowns, etc.

       First Aid: Following Chemical Exposures:

Skin: Wash with soap and water.

Eyes, Nose, Mouth: Flush with water or saline for 15 minutes.

Inhalation: Move to fresh air.

Ingestion (swallow): Seek advice quickly!

III.             Infection Control and Bloodborne Pathogens

DEFINITIONS

Blood: human blood, blood components (platelets, plasma, etc.) and products made from blood (immunoglobin, albumin, etc.).

Bloodborne Pathogens: pathogens present in human blood and other potentially infectious materials (OPIM) that can cause disease in humans. Examples: human body fluids, unfixed human tissue or organ, cell, tissue and organ cultures, cultures containing HIV and HBV (Hepatitis B), and blood, organs, or tissues from animals infected with HIV or HBV. Excludes Sweat!

Decontamination: Removal, inactivation, or destruction of Bloodborne pathogens on a surface.

Sharps: Any object that can penetrate the skin including, but not limited to needles, syringes, knife blades, disposable, scalpels, broken glass, and capillary tubes.

Common Bloodborne diseases: HIV (causes AIDS), HBV (Hepatitis B), and HCV (Hepatitis C).

PREVENTION/INFECTION CONTROL METHODS

Engineering Control: mechanical devices that isolate or remove the hazard such as sharps container, physical shielding, needle safety devices, biosafety cabinet, and splash guard.

Work Practice Control:

Standard/Universal Precautions:

--All body substances (except sweat) are to be treated as infectious regardless of their source.

Infection Control Precautions:
--Wash hands

            *  upon arrival to the hospital

            *  before and after patient contact or contact with infectious substances

            *  frequently following delivery to patient rooms

            *  before and after serving food

            *  after using bathroom

            *  before leaving work area for home

            *  after removing personal protective equipment

--Follow signs on posters outside patient rooms to determine appropriate personal protective   equipment

  when a potential exposure exists

--Exercise general infection control practices (see below)

Personal Protective Equipment (PPE): includes, but is not limited to: eye protection, mask, gloves, gowns, and lab coats. Should be used whenever there is potential or actual exposure to risk. TASK SPECIFIC – note PPE posters outside patient rooms.

General Infection Control Practices:

--Minimize or eliminate splash, spray, splatter, and droplet/aerosol generation

--No food/drink near blood or OPIM

--Do not bend or recap sharps or needles

--Contain specimens during transport

--Proper use/laundering of scrubs, etc.

Vaccination: available for HBV, but NOT for HCV or HIV

WHAT TO DO IF EXPOSED                                                                      First Aid: bleed parenteral sites and wash affected skin area(s) with soap and water (do not bleach or other disinfectants), or flush affected mucosa (mouth, eyes, nose) with water or saline.     

Report directly to charge nurse who will be able to triage you to E.R. if necessary.

You will be asked to complete a “Confidential Incident/Quality Concern Report” with Volunteer Services within 24 hours.

Volunteer Services will notify Employee Health of incident for free follow-up testing, medical treatment options, and initiation of free exposure source testing.
OCCUPATIONAL EXPOSURES

Potential Modes of Transmission: Parenteral (piercing of mucus membranes or the skin by human bites, cuts, abrasions, or needlessticks), mucus membrane (i.e., nose or mouth) or lesion, blood or blood product transfusion, mother to infant, body fluids during sex, NOT CASUAL CONTACT

WASTE AND LABELING REQUIRMENTS

Follow directions on all areas/containers with biohazards sticker.

Spill and/or clean up: Glove up, cover spill, and call nurse.

Regulated waste should be in marked red bag.
