· How deep do earthquakes originate?

To complete this activity you will:
1) Monitor global earthquake activity for a month using the USGS Earthquake Notification System (https://sslearthquake.usgs.gov/ens/) and record the month’s global earthquake activity on the data sheet handed out in class.                                                        For this activity only use earthquakes with a magnitude greater than 4.0.
2)  Plot the month’s earthquake activity on the world map handed out in class. 
Color code the earthquakes for depth as follows:
· 0-50 km deep-red
· 50-150km deep- green
· deeper than 150 km- blue
Make sure to put your name on the map and to include a key to the color code for depth.
