Newspaper and magazine articles are constantly reporting about current geological events and recent geological research. For this project I want you to select two articles related to geology and write a brief report on each.  This will give you a chance to apply what you are learning in this class to a topic of your choice.
Choice of Article The choice of article is up to you. The article you choose should:
· be related to geology

· be several pages in length
· be illustrated with figures (e.g. maps, diagrams, graphs) not just photos
Suggested Magazines  Discover, Natural History, Science News, Scientific American, New Scientist, Oregon Geology, Nature, Science

Report Content  

Your report should contain the following information:
· Explain why you chose this particular article.
· Give full reference information for the article including; title, author and source.

· Explain who the author(s) is(are) and list their qualifications for being knowledgeable about the topic of the article.
· Summarize the content of the article.  
· Explain what you consider to be the main point of the article and indicate what evidence the article provides in support of its main point.
· Indicate which of the figures accompanying the article you found most informative and why you found it most informative.
· Indicate what you found most interesting about this article.
Report Format
· Your report should be typed double spaced in a standard font and size 

· Length should be one to two pages

· Provide a title to your report

· Organize your report using structured paragraphs

· Write clearly  and  understandably
· Use grammatical sentences and spell words correctly
· Attach a photocopy of the article with your report which include the figures
