GS108  Oregon Coast Project: Guided Research Paper Option 
Your goal is to learn about the Oregon coast and how it has been modified by the construction of jetties at the mouth of the Tillamook Bay.  You should use web and library resources to research this topic.  Then in a short typed paper which includes illustrative figures answer the following sets of questions. Please include a bibliography!
1. Basic Beach Processes.  What is longshore transport?  What causes long shore transport? What are littoral cells?  How do jetties affect longshore transport? How do erosional coasts differ from depositional coasts?  How do submerged coasts differ from emergent coast?
2. The Oregon Coast.  Describe the geography of the Oregon Coast including its beaches, headlands, bays and river mouths.  How many littoral cells occur along the Oregon coast? Is the Oregon coast an erosional or depositional coast? Is it a submerged or emergent coast?
3. Bayocean.  Describe the history of the development and destruction of Bayocean Park. How did the jetties at the mouth of Tillamook Bay effect Bayocean spit? Why where the jetties built? When were they built?  How were they built? Who built them? How much did they cost? Who paid for them? How have the jetties affected the local beaches; Have they caused erosion or deposition and how much?
